HOOKS draw a reader in so they want to actually read the story or essay that you’ve written.  Keep your hook brief and a bit cryptic. 
1. Begin with a simile or a metaphor.

My life has been a carnival. OR Hester’s life was anything but an open book.

2. Begin with a question.

Have you ever wondered what it would be like to be an aristocrat in the Victorian era?

3. Begin with a definition.

Scarlet: a vivid red. The letter stood out for all to see.

4. Begin with a quotation.

“Learn to laugh” is something my kindergarten teacher told me after Ralph Thorsen spilled paint on my daffodil picture.

5. Begin with a comparison to a well-known person or celebrity.

He was as famous as Brad Pitt… well, almost.

6. Begin with placing yourself in the future.

In the year 2012, I see myself as a supreme ballerina performing in Camelot at the Kennedy Center in Washington, D.C.

7. Begin with a dilemma.

I'll never forget that summer in Vermont, though I wish I could.

8. Begin with a scene.

Balloons, balloons, everywhere!

9. Begin with the best advice you have ever received.

“Be all you can be” has been my inspiration from my grandfather who is a retired Marine Corps colonel and my mentor.

10. Begin with an anecdote.

The day of my birth began with Hurricane Charlie pounding at our door in Charleston, South Carolina.

Use of Alliteration and Onomatopoeia (a word that makes sounds, like Bang or Woof) also help.
